Cycads

A.  Answer the following questions about Cycads:
1. Cycads are dioecious.  What does this mean?

2. Are Cycad used for lumber?  Why or why not?

3. Name 3 continents on which you might find Cycads growing naturally.
B.  Observe the Cycads growing in the Boyd greenhouse or outdoor garden area.

1.  Make a sketch of one Cycad plants.  Illustrate the structure and texture of the trunk and the placement of the leaves.
2. Closely observe a single leaf of one of the Cycads.  Make a detailed sketch.  Illustrate the venation pattern of the leaf.
3. Find a plant that has coralloid roots.  Make careful observations and sketch.
Ginkgo biloba 
A.  Complete the following questions about Ginkgo:

1. Do Ginkgo trees occur “naturally” in the wild?  Explain.  

2. Would you plant a female Ginkgo tree in your front yard?  Why or why not?

3. Does Ginkgo have any practical uses?  If so what are they?

B.  Find the Ginkgo tree growing just outside of Boyd and do the following:  
1. Make a sketch of the entire tree.  Illustrate the general shape of the tree and the texture of the bark.

2. Examine a branch with leaves attached.  Sketch and label the short and long shoots and how the leaves are attached.

3. Make a careful sketch of one leaf.  Illustrate the general shape and the venation pattern.
