Unknown A

1 Leaves alternate

2 Leaves simple

3 Leaves entire

4 stems without spines

5 Leaves ovate or obovate

6 stipule scars not encircling twigs

7 leaves 2-5 inches, glossy above, buds glabrous

8 >> Nyssa (p88)

9 1a. Leaves mostly <2.5 broad, 5 inches long; glabrous; entire

10 2a. Leaf apices sharply pointed, branchlets glabrous, single straight trunk

11 3. leaves oval to obovate, 1-3 inches wide, 2-6 inches long, acute to acuminate apex

12 >> Nyssa sylvatica/ Black Gum (p543)

1 Leaves alternate

2 Leaves simple
